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(Rules on Competition)

Article 81

1. The following shall be prohibited as incompatible with the common market: all agreements
between undertakings, decisions by associations of undertakings and concerted practices which may
affect trade between Member States and which have as their object or effect the prevention, restriction
or distortion of competition within the common market, and in particular those which:

(a) directly or indirectly fix purchase or selling prices or any other trading conditions;

(b) limit or control production, markets, technical development, or investment;

(c) share markets or sources of supply;

(d) apply dissimilar conditions to equivalent transactions with other trading parties, thereby placing
them at a competitive disadvantage;

(e) make the conclusion of contracts subject to acceptance by the other parties of supplementary
obligations which, by their nature or according to commercial usage, have no connection with the
subject of such contracts.

2. Any agreements or decisions prohibited pursuant to this article shall be automatically void.

3. The provisions of paragraph 1 may, however, be declared inapplicable in the case of:

— any agreement or category of agreements between undertakings,

— any decision or category of decisions by associations of undertakings,

— any concerted practice or category of concerted practices,

which contributes to improving the production or distribution of goods or to promoting technical or
economic progress, while allowing consumers a fair share of the resulting benefit, and which does not:
(a) impose on the undertakings concerned restrictions which are not indispensable to the attainment of
these objectives;

(b) afford such undertakings the possibility of eliminating competition in respect of a substantial part
of the products in question.

Article 82

Any abuse by one or more undertakings of a dominant position within the common market or in a
substantial part of it shall be prohibited as incompatible with the common market in so far as it may
affect trade between Member States.

Such abuse may, in particular, consist in:

(a) directly or indirectly imposing unfair purchase or selling prices or other unfair trading conditions;
(b) limiting production, markets or technical development to the prejudice of consumers;

(c) applying dissimilar conditions to equivalent transactions with other trading parties, thereby placing
them at a competitive disadvantage;

(d) making the conclusion of contracts subject to acceptance by the other parties of supplementary
obligations which, by their nature or according to commercial usage, have no connection with the
subject of such contracts.

From the entry into force of this Regulation, Articles 85 to 90 of the

person that it considers appropriate, the Commission shall have sole
power, subject to review by the Court of Justice, to determine, by
decision which shall be published, which agreements, decisions and
practices fulfil the conditions specified in paragraph 1.

3. The Commission shall undertake such determination either on its
own initiative or at the request of a competent authority of a Member
State or of an interested undertaking or association of undertakings.

4. The publication shall state the names of the parties and the main
content of the decision; it shall have regard to the legitimate interest of
undertakings in the protection of their business secrets.

Section 28
Agriculture

(1) Section 1 shall not apply to agreements between agricultural producers or to
agreements and decisions of associations of agricultural producers and

Prohibition of Cartels

Agreements between competing undertakings, decisions by associations of
undertakings and concerted practices which have as their object or effect the
prevention, restriction or distortion of competition shall be prohibited.

Section 12
Abuse Control, Revocation of Exemption

(1) If agreements or decisions of the kind described in Sections 2 to 4 or the
manner of their implementation constitute an abuse of the market position

General Exclusions

(5) The Director may give a direction under this paragraph only as provided in sub-
paragraph (6) or (7).

(6) If at the end of such period as may be specified in rules under section 51 a
person has failed, without reasonable excuse, to comply with a requirement imposed
under sub-paragraph (4), the Director may give a direction under this paragraph.

(7) The Director may also give a direction under this paragraph if he considers that
an agreement (whether or not he considers that it infringes the Chapter I prohibition)
is likely, or is intended, substantially and unjustifiably to prevent, restrict or distort
competition in relation to an agricultural product.

An Act to Authorize Association of Producers of Agricultural Products

Sec. 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of
America in Congress assembled, That persons engaged in the production of agricultural
products as farmers, planters, ranchmen, dairymen, nut or fruit growers may act
together in associations, corporate or otherwise, with or without capital stock, in collectively
processing, preparing for market, handling, and marketing in interstate and foreign
commerce, such products of persons so engaged. Such associations may have marketing
agencies in common; and such associations and their members may make the necessary
contracts and agreements to effect such purposes: Provided, however, That such associations
are operated for the mutual benefit of the members thereof, as such producers, and conform to
one or both of the following requirements:

First. That no member of the association is allowed more than one vote because of the
amount of stock or membership capital he may own therein, or,

Second. That the association does not pay dividends on stock or membership capital in
excess of 8 per centum per annum.

And in any case to the following:

Third. That the association shall not deal in the products of nonmembers to an amount
greater in value than such as are handled by it for members.

Sec. 2. That if the Secretary of Agriculture shall have reason to believe that any such
association monopolizes or restrains trade in interstate or foreign commerce to such an
extent that the price of any agricultural product is unduly enhanced by reason thereof,

he shall serve upon such association a complaint stating his charge in that respect, to
which complaint shall be attached or contained therein, a notice of hearing, specifying a
day and place not less than thirty days after the service thereof, requiring the association
to show cause why an order should not be made directing it to cease and desist from
monopolization or restraint of trade. An association so complained of may at the time

and place so fixed show cause why such order should not be entered. The evidence given
on such a hearing shall be taken under such rules and regulations as the Secretary of
Agriculture may prescribe, reduced to writing and made a part of the record therein. If
upon such hearing the Secretary of Agriculture shall be of the opinion that such
association monopolizes or restrains trade in interstate or foreign commerce to such an
extent that the price of any agricultural produce is unduly enhanced thereby, he shall
issue and cause to be served upon the association an order reciting the facts found by him,
directing such association to cease and desist from monopolization or restraint of trade.
On the request of such association or if such association fails or neglects for thirty days to
obey such order, the Secretary of Agriculture shall file in the district court in the judicial
district in which such association has its principal place of business a certified copy of the
order and of all the records in the proceeding, together with a petition asking that the
order be enforced, and shall give notice to the Attorney General and to said association
of such filing. Such district court shall thereupon have jurisdiction to enter a decree
affirming, modifying, or setting aside said order, or enter such other decree as the court
may deem equitable, and may make rules as to pleadings and proceedings to be had in
considering such order. The place of trial may.; for cause or by consent of parties, be
changed as in other causes.
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The facts found by the Secretary of Agriculture and recited or set forth in said order shall
be prima facie evidence of such facts, but either party may adduce additional evidence.
The Department of Justice shall have charge of the enforcement of such order. After the
order is so filed in such district court and while pending for review therein the court may
issue a temporary writ of injunction forbidding such association from violating such order
or any part thereof. The court may, upon conclusion of its hearing, enforce its decree

by a permanent injunction forbidding such association from violating such order or any
part thereof. The court may, upon conclusion of its hearing, enforce its decree by a permanent
injunction or other appropriate remedy. Service of such complaint and of all

notices may be made upon such association by service upon any officer or agent thereof
engaged in carrying on its business, or any attorney authorized to appear in such
proceeding for such association, and such service shall be binding upon such association,
the officers, and members thereof.
